On Thursday, November 22, 2018, Rosell Hannah Hood passed away at
home in McCalla, at the age of 95 surrounded by her family. She loved deeply
and greatly; her absence in this world leaves a void unspeakable.

She was a regular columnist in her hometown newspaper, The Leaf, and had
a chapter written about her in a published book. She left a spiritual legacy



which was her calling. 
 She was a faithful member of Bellview Baptist Church in McCalla. She loved

attending, especially the Cream of the Crop small group, and attended
regularly well into her nineties.
